This semester is divided into two parts. The first part introduces the “Language
and Culture Problem” and covers some basic definitions needed to explore the
various viewpoints regarding this “problem” . The second half of the semester
deals with the major approaches to the Language and Culture problem. These are
1) that language and culture are two independent entities but which interact
in various ways in human behavior (the autonomous hypothesis); 2) that language
categories in fact determine culture (the Whorfian Hypothesis); 3) that
linguistic terminology provides a method for understanding culture from an

‘inside’ view (the cognitive approach); 4) the Psychological Approach in which
language is viewed as one form of human behavior; and 5) the Cognitive Approach
in which both language and culture are conceived of as mental activities and
therefore the proper domain of psychology. The latter view leads to the
psychological view that language and culture are both enshrined in mental
activities and therefore linguistics and anthropology are subfields within the
larger field of cognition.

1. #£#N (Course Description)

Effective cross-cultural communication is an important aspect of life in
today’ s shrinking world and an increased sensitivity to multi-cultural
societies where global interrelationships are vital aspects of modern society.
The resolution of cross-cultural conflict is an important aspect of life whether
for travel, education or business in our global village. Effective
cross-cultural communication requires and understanding of the cognitive
processes and patterns of behavior of different cultures - both the conceptual
dimensions and the outward behaviors. This course explores how people in
different cultures acquire their own culture and how one can come to understand
the assumptions, values and patterns of behavior in other cultures - whether
those of other ethnic groups in their own society or those of foreign countries.
The main contrast will be on the differences between North American and Chinese
cultures, but will include case studies from across the world and from ethnic
groups within America and Taiwan. Once we are aware of how culture determines
our lifestyles and behaviors, we will be better able to cross the cul tural divides
that often isolate us from other culture and to reach across the many cultural
barriers and to develop effective strategies to avoid or overcome cultural
conflict.

An important aspect of the course will be the use of TV self-confrontation
exercises in which one student plays the role of a foreign culture bearer and
the other a Chinese who has to deal with a specific problem in an alien situation.
Teacher and peer evaluation will be used to help by those who undergo having
their behavioral strategies recorded and viewed in order to increase the skills
and strategies needed to cross cultural divides and achieve a better
understanding of the dynamics of selected cultural situations.

2. #2284 (Course Objectives)
The Objectives of this course are for students to:
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1) to understand the relevance of cross-cultural and global issues in
contemporary society, both global and national, and the fundamental
concepts and cultural knowledge associated with cross-cultural
communication;

2) to have the ability to adapt one’ s communicative style and linguistic
proficiency to diverse cultural and linguistic contexts to avoid
cross-cultural conflict;

3) to have the ability to interact successfully with persons from diverse
cultural backgrounds;

4) to have the ability to identify the key social and cognitive factors in the
role of language in communication and miscommunication;

5) to have the ability to identify barriers to successful intercultural
interaction and the skills to manage miscommunication;

6) to have the skills to evaluate the dynamics of the cross-cultural situation;

7) to have developed basic research skills through the collection of
information and the writing of a semester report.

3. ##&#M % (Provisional Class Schedule)

The specific number of days allotted to each of the following will depend upon
the students’ backgrounds, the number of students in the class and the pace
at which the course thus develops.

1) An overview of the nature of language and culture how they shape our perception
of the world and how diverse means are used to meet common human needs and how
we view our own and other cultures through stereotypes and idealizations and
the notion of modal culture. The notions of culture shock, going native,
multi-cultural skills and reentry shock on returning to one’ s home culture will
be explored. (About four weeks)

2)An understanding of the role of communication in human life and the roles of
verbal and non-verbal communication and actions as well as a perspective on how
different cultures develop diverse communicative strategies. behaviors are
culturally prescribed norms intended to meet expectations or needs shared by
members of a culture and that certain social contexts demand specific behaviors
and speech-acts. (About four weeks)

3)The bulk of the course will consist of a survey of various areas of cognition
and behavior in different societies that affect cross-cultural communication
and which might lead to cross-cultural conflict and the process of adaptation
to another culture. Topics will include the various approaches to relationships,
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friendship, dating and marriage, raising children, dietary habits, educational
systems and goals, clothing, religion and piety, philosophy, individualism and
cooperation, etc. TV Self-confrontation techniques will be used with each of
the topics considered. (About eight weeks)
