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The Human Rights MA degree program was approved by University
Affairs Committee of Soochow University in May, 2007 to meet the need
for well trained human rights scholars and experts in a rapidly changing
Taiwan. The Program aims at integration of theory and practices, cutting
cross various disciplines and emphasizing international exchange and
liaison. Recruitment for students will begin in April and classes in
September, 2008. It is anticipated that there will be ten students, including
the following three groups: regular students, government officials, teachers
and educational administrators and NGO workers.

At present, the Program has about 20 teachers. They are recruited from
various research institutions and universities, trained in diverse academic
disciplines. Many of them are actively engaged in promoting rights for the
disadvantaged groups, both here in Taiwan and abroad.

The structure of the courses is divided into three parts: first, core courses
or basic courses, such as Human Rights Philosophy, Human Rights Law,
etc. Secondly, elective courses relating human rights to arts, sciences and
law. Thirdly, internship or field work, emphasizing practical work,
particularly in close liaison with human rights NGOs. The core courses will
account 6 credit hours, electives 12, and internship and field work, 6,
altogether 24 credit hours. An MA thesis is also required.
