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In my paper, I will respond to the question of whether Madame Chiang
Kai-shek and her contemporaneous women artists should be considered
“guixiu” artists, in the traditional meaning of women painting in the
private chambers of their homes. Or did the socio-political circumstances
of Taiwan under the Guomindang liberate these women to become activist
artists? I believe the answer can be explained best by Prasenjit Duara’ s
use of “nationalist patriarchy” to explain the phenomena of locating
national virtues or authenticity in women. In Duara’ s words: “Like many
other early-twentieth century patriarchal nationalisms, women were to be
liberated for and by the nation; they were to embody the nation, not to be
active agents shaping it.” Women from many non-western modern nations
often lived a tension between modernizing their lives as well as preserving
the authentic, which often meant traditional culture. For example, women
artists in Taiwan, who were conscious of their identities as modern women,
adapted the traditional and authentic literati art as their own artistic
expression. In other words, because nationalist patriarchy demanded
self-sacrifice from women, these artists in Taiwan sacrificed the
“modern” in their identities. So, I believe that Madame Chiang and
many women artists in Taiwan should not simply be considered guixiu
artists and ignored as insignificant in the development of painting in Taiwan.
They were in fact painting for the nation. In other words, we should
understand them as “nationalist guixiu artist,” in line with Duara’ s
definition. In this way, it will also help illuminate the appearance of many
of the frank and confrontational paintings of bodies by women in the 1980s
after martial law was lifted in Taiwan.
