Abstract

The Taiwan Music Center of the Preparatory Office of the National Headquarters
of Taiwan Traditional Arts purchased several hand-written gongchipu manuscripts
from Tokyo in 2002. The titles of these manuscripts individually begin with “beiguan”,
“nanguan”, “pipa”, and “xiqin”. Among these terms “beiguan and “xiqin” are quite
noticeable. There are primarily twenty-five tunes included in the above-mentioned
“beiguan” manuscripts. According to the prefaces and epilogues noted in the
manuscripts, these pieces were transmitted from a Cantonese musician, Shen Xingnan,
to the shingaku master, Naruse Seigetsu, in 1878 in Nagasaki. Shingaku is originally a
type of folk music from the southeastern coastal area of China that entered Nagasaki in
Japan via trade routes in the nineteenth century. Later it spread into many places and
was popular in Japan. More than one hundred manuscripts, printed and written, of
shingaku remain nowadays in Japan. In contrast to that only seven or eight pieces can
be found in the repertoire of beiguan in Taiwan, all of the twenty-five major pieces
which are cited above can be found in many of the shingaku manuscripts. It is obvious
that these pieces belong to the scope of shingaku in Japan. Now that we have
established that the foregoing pieces are shingaku pieces, why were they called
“beiguan”? Did they relate to beiguan in Taiwan? Or, was there another “beiguan”
referring to another music genre? This article examines the foregoing manuscripts in
order to understand the context of transmission and features of the school, as well as

different meaning and relationship between these two “beiguans”.

Abstract

At the beginning of the 21st century, it has become a standard observation that
globalizations and transnationalism of our time have engendered music styles that are
unequivocally pluralistic and hybrid. In fact, many scholars have noted that for over a
century, there has been a particularly busy cross-fertilization of music cultures and
traditions in various regions of the world, Europe, the United States, China, Africa, etc.
Stylistic innovation and cross-cultural blending have constituted inevitable and
pervasive historical processes in this recent century.

American music, in particular, has been closely associated with many shifts of
paradigms and patterns in the twentieth century. The interconnectedness of immigrant
music, ethnic music, folk music, concert music, jazz, rock and hip-hop to the entire
fabric of American music history is unmistakable. This is increasingly reflected in the
writing of American music history. This paper traces three historical moments of
Chinese confluence in American music, and considers some of the musical and
ideological ambiguities resulting from such cross-fertilization. It offers a multicultural
historical reading of these moments, and assesses the ideological dimensions implicit
in recent studies, analyses and receptions of these cases of Chinese confluence in

American music.
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Oral representations of Beijing opera percussion music

-and jazz drum music: fMRI studies

Abstract

Numerous music cultures use nonsense syllables to represent percussive sounds.
Covert reciting of these syllable sequences along with percussion music aids active
listeners in keeping track of music. Owing to the acoustic dissimilarity between the
representative syllables and the referent percussive sounds, associative learning is
necessary for the oral representation of percussion music. The neural processes
underlying oral rehearsals of music were explored by using functional magnetic
resonance imaging (fMRI). The first experiment recruited Xiqu fans and the second
experiment recruited skilled drummers. The brain activity of these participants will be
discussed within the framework of auditory mirror neuron system, which is mainly
constituted by the posterior temporal regions and the dorsal premotor cortices.

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Alternative “Songs without Words”- A case study on the fourth
movement of Mahler’s Symphony No. 5, the third movement of

No.6 and the fourth movement of No.7

Abstract

Symphony No.5, 6, and 7 are three works which Mahler composed in his middle
career. These three symphonies, however, were uniquely different from his early ones.
They were written as pure instrumental works. In these three symphonies, some
passages such as the fourth movement (Adagietto) of Symphony No. 5, the third
movement (Andante moderato) of No.6 and the fourth movement (Andante amoroso)
of No.7 are with song-like characteristics and distinguish from his other movements in
orchestration and music syntak. His song-like pieces can be referred and related to the
“Songs without Words” which were first composed by Felix Mendelssohn. This study
starts with discussing the character of song-like works in Mendelssohn’s “Songs
without Words™; and then ,by analyzing the song-like movements in Mahler’s
Symphony No.5, 6 and 7, to find out the “songs without words style” within Mahler’s

works.

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The Intention of Utopia in Nono’s Prometeo

Abstract

Prometeo (1984/85) as one of the famous late works of Italian composer Luigi
Nono (1924-1990) takes the traditional instrumental, vocal and live-electronic music
in consonance. His acoustics ideas revealed and his designs for the on-the-scene
performance bring simultaneously time-historic viewpoints and space issues therein
onto the academic discussion focus. Since original emergence of Utopian
conceptualizations the time-space issue stays till now as one of its main themes. As
Nono’s political ideologies developed with his composing career influenced also
tremendously in his old age by the German philosopher and literary critic Walter
Benjamin (1892-1940), the time-space issue embedded in Nono’s works represents
nowadays its significance to be explored! Thus, in comparing to another researches
using history viewpoint as “end-solution” to his works, the author initiates a new
approach through time-space issues in Prometeo. Through Benjamin’s concept of
ironic utopia and the text of Prometeo in which the social context was observed and
the synchronicity issue was discussed, the author is trying to bring them in the frame of
Nono’s composing ideals and his political experiences to illustrate the meaning of
critic and self-reflection in the work and hence to discover its implicit intention of

utopia.
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Music and the Sign

Abstract

The related research of “Music and the Sign” has close relationship with “music
concept’s multidimensional characteristic”. This paper adopts music and the sign as the
topic of research. “What is music” is the prime object that to be focused and
deliberated.

The term of music was evolved from Musiké in Hellenistic times, through Musica
that generally used in the medieval times, till today we use the terminology such as
Musik in Germen, Music in English, Musique in French, and Musica in Italian.
Although these terms represent different language, they are all come from the same
root. By analyzing and understanding this, the multiple concept of “Music” that lies in
different space and time, and different social environment’s music philosophers,
theorists, and practitioner, are very worth of investigating. In particular, since the latter
half of the twentieth century the music research has been inspired and influenced by
linguistic theories and methods, the sign become essential to understand the basic
concepts of music.

Furthermore, before the section “Comprehend of music sign” , this article will first

discuss “Is music a system of sign?” and to clarify how the sign becoming the basic
concepts of understanding the nature of music.
As for the intention of using the question “Is music a international language?” as an
ending in this essay, is mainly to stress on the a opinion that to consider music as a
language, or even a international language is not certainly right. It is because that
although the similarity between music and language is surely existent, in their
importance of structure’s component elements, they are vastly different.

Abstract

To emphasize the universality or to emphasize the uniqueness the ethnomusicology
in the world has different opinions since the seventies of the 20™ century.

Harold Powers et al. in his very important article of “mode” published in the
New Grove Dictionary of Music and Musicians (1980 ed.; 2001 ed.), has quoted many
authors’ different definitions for the terms “mode” and examined successively the
concept of maqam, makom, raga, pathét and diao, diéu, choshi, etc.. In Asia the
characteristic of the elementary “mode” is diversified, but to use melody type (or
melodic formulae) in composing is common. The article mentioned little about the
‘diao’ (tune) in Chinese music, but did mention that Nanguan seems no intrinsic
implication of the ‘diao’ (mode).

Nanguan is an ancient music genre which still exits in Taiwan. This research
started from the oral dictation and actual performance of the music, concluding
analysis from the traditional literature and music inter-textual point of view, that the
“Da Yun” (“mode”, “modal-note sets”), the smallest basic musical entity of the
Nanguan “Qu Pai” (tune), forming the formulaic melody patterns with intrinsic
implication of the ‘diao’ (mode), has its historical and theoretical background. Not
only “Da Yun” has become the key feature of “Qu Pai”, but also as the reference for
the classification of repertoires, and as the guidance and norm for composing. In other
words, as the core of the music system, “Da Yun” of the Nanguan “Qu Pai” not only
could be possibly established as the inherent musical assets, but also could be made
further comparison with other similar cultures in Asia.
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The Hanny Christen Collection — An Encyclopaedia of
Alpine Melodic Sensibility

Abstract

In Switzerland up to now, the country’s native folk music tradition has been a
matter largely bypassed by both scholars and the intellectual classes in general. This is
in part because of the continuing aftertaste of folk music’s sometime political
connotations, but also because little is extant apart from the ‘folk music’ known

through the media, commerce and the tourist trade and coloured by them.

When the ten volumes of the Hanny Christen Collection were published in 2002, a
new chapter was opened in Swiss folk music. In a manner comparable to that of Béla
Bart6k, Hanny Christen (1899-1976) collected over 10,000 melodies in Switzerland
whose origins stretch back to the early 19" century. She furthermore wrote extensively
about folk song, the dissemination of music instruments, local traditions, costumes and
other folk topics.

The publication of this Collection occurred at the same time as a young, innovative
folk music scene was growing in Switzerland. On the one hand these musicians are
concerned with historical performance practice, on the other hand they offer folk music
couched in contemporary, modern forms and they experiment with musical
relationships that cross the boundaries of different genres. With their uncomplicated
attitude to their own cultural identity, these musicians reflect a tendency that can be
observed throughout the Alpine regions.
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The Issue for Anthropology of Voice : Vocal Impression
and Vocal Typology

Prof. Dr. Wu, Rung-Shun
Taipei National University of the Arts

Abstract

Voice is a kind of impression of an individual or an ethnic group. They, guided by
a latent concept, produce voice with phonatory organ(s) under the control of a series of
variant behaviors. People of the same ethnic consanguinity or the same regional
relation share the same voice impression. The transient moment of sending out voice is
the art of time. But the process before, during and after sending out voice is a long set
of behavior. The model of behavior from the voice forms the basic theory of the
Anthropology of Voice.

Before studying the voice impression in the Anthropology of Voice, the vocal
typology or the classification of voice must be set up first. From past to present, there
has been no systematical vocal typology for vocal expression to solve problems about
the typology of human voice. In fact, Organology is the only one mature typology
started from Sachs and Hornbostel. There is no typology for human voice. To set up
the typology must give rise to many kinds of questions, which makes
ethnomusicologists have no proper principle to follow today. Firstly, the description of
singing techniques and procedures is not satisfying. Meanwhile, sonic data have not
been checked thoroughly. Besides, the most complicated part is that the consensus
about which tool should be applied to study acoustic terminology and musicology has
not been reached.

The Bel Canto singing are familiar with the most is not only the mainstream of
voice in the western world, but a kind of aesthetics of giving out voice shared in the
classic music. In fact, there are still many other ways of giving out voice in the world,
which enrich the field of human voice tremendously. We could also tell the music of a
nation, a region and a group by their ways of giving out sound and the typology for
buman voice. For example, about the Jodel famous in Europe and Africa, Katajak(the
throat game singing) of Inuits in Canada, the Khdomei of Tibet, Mongolia, and Tuva
in Asia, how do they be sung? Why do human beings want to develop the colorful
singiné, systems? What is their own aesthetics? Thus, the author in this paper, intending
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to break the western aesthetic of typology, which uses the timbre of voice to classify,
adopts the focus in singing to reconstruct the human voice system. The system, for
constructing a vocal typology, has six main subcategories which has their own
subcategories in turn. Through the system of vocal typology, the category and the
voice impression of a nation or a region can be found easily. Even the identity of a
music genre can be found right away. Also, Vocal typology can set up a set of study
method and basis for studying the Anthropology of Voice.
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How to face loss of musical tradition? An Indonesian case

Abstract

How to face loss of musical tradition? An Indonesian case. Toraja ritual music
was not only significant for its musical aesthetics but also for its literary content.
Rooted in ritual life, it was the kingdom of words: every ritual act, every sacrifice was
preceded by ritual speech, fundamentally poetic, giving a multitude of keys for
understanding the society. Aluk («ritual, law, rule ») was always associated with
bisara (« word, speech »). Ritual speech was transmitted through the vocalisation
joining poetry, music and acts together. Since the last decades, this musical poetry has
known some changes, with the disappearing of many rituals, with the death of ritual
specialists and with religious conversions. How to face loss of knowledge and tradition?
Nowadays, how can we listen, watch, read and understand this Torajanese intangible
heritage? Dana Rappoport will discuss these questions through a multimedia
presentation of Songs from the Thrice-Blooded Land: Ritual Music of the Toraja
(Sulawesi, Indonesia) available in English, French and Indonesian languages.

Many performers and audience appreciate the music for percussions by the
composer Yoshihisa Taira - % X (Tokyo 1937 — Paris 2005), especially his
Hiérophonie V. In fact, being one of his masterpieces, the Hiérophonie V has become a
part of standard repertoire for almost every percussion ensemble all over the world.
Born in Japan and spent most of his lifetime in Paris, Taira composed only with
Western musical language and for Western musical instruments, yet people often find
the music of Taira very “Japanese”. Through some musical examples from his
Hiérophonie V, 1 will demonstrate Taira’s search for identity in his development of
personal style. Although the search concerns the composer’s inner world, his work
touches people from diverse cultures. Wouldn’t it be a successful example facing
today’s world of globalisation and cross-culture?
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Beyond the Twelve-Tone Method: Religious and Nationalistic

Thought in Arnold Schoenberg’s Composition

Abstract

As a personal belief, Arnold Schoenberg converted to Protestantism in his twenties
and committed himself to the music tradition of Germany and Austria to compose his
atonal music and to develop the twelve-tone compositional method. Nevertheless, it is
believed that there were certain “inner procedures” in Schoenberg’s musical ideas
beyond his revolutionary twelve-tone method, and which were mainly his religious
belief and nationalistic thought of music. Suffering from the deadly threat of Aryanism
and anti-Semitism in Vienna and Berlin around 1930s, Schoenberg reflected on his
Jewish root and re-converted himself to Judaism, so that his music thereafter
encompassed enormous changes in his textual, musical, and spiritual content. However,
being a true artist, Schoenberg could never be satisfied with superficial religious and
nationalistic fagade, but expressed himself in a significant style of authenticity to
realize his “I’art pour I’art” ideal and the universality in his music.

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Music Theater: the Aesthetics of Presence

Abstract

We will start from a definition of the German term Inszenierung or the French mise
en scene which we understand as the arrangement of an aesthetic event, for example,
the staging of a music theatre piece. The German philosopher, Martin Seel pointed out
that a theatrical production is a sensual process: an eye-catching arrangement is
presented to the audience in a unique way and for a certain span of time it attracts the
attention of the audience. The production then is a momentarily, passing event which —
first of all — serves the creation of presence. According to this comprehension each
performance — be it aesthetic or not — serves this purpose. We — human beings — claim
for a sense of presence in our lives, we desire to experience presence, we want to feel it
sensually. In my paper, I will focus on the role of music in these processes. I will,
particularly, concentrate on the way how music starts. A moment of particular interest
here will be the very beginning of a piece. It is the moment to switch over. It is the
crucial moment of drawing the audience’s attention to what is going to appear. I will
focus on the opening (4uftakt) and on the following interaction (Beriihrung), which —
as I will demonstrate — affects not only the artists but the audience, too. The examples
discussed here purposely originate from different contexts, first of all from the author’s
field research in Brazil, but also from Germany, France, and (likely) Taiwan. The
aesthetics of presence is not understood as a phenomenon, assigned and restricted to
specific cultures, on the contrary, we hold the view that it is based in human nature

itself and therefore prevails over all cultural differences.
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Prof. Dr. Issam El-Mallah

(For ethnomusicology, University' of Munich)

Prof. Dr. Issam El-Mallah was born in Port Said, Egypt in 1948. After graduation at
the Institute for Music Education in Cairo he continued his studies at the Institute for
Musicology at the University of Munich, Germany. There he took the doctorate in
musicology (Dr. Phil.) in 1979 and completed his Habilitation (Dr. Phil. Habil.) in
ethnomusicology in 1993.

Since 1980 up to now he has been working as a lecturer, later as a professor at the
University of Munich, specializing in Arabic music. Frequently he was also guest
lecturer in other universities inside and outside Germany, e.g. in the USA, Switzerland,
Austria, Great Britain or Egypt.

Between 1988 and 2002 he was the academic director of the Oman Centre for
Traditional Music in Muscat, Oman and music consultant to the Minister of
Information. From 2008 to 2009 he established the Qatar Philharmonic Orchestra and
the fundaments of the Qatar Music Academy in Doba. In 2010 he was appointed
Adviser and Director of Programs & Events of the Royal Opera House in Muscat,

Oman.

LEE Ching-huei graduated from the University of Hawai‘i at Manoa (Ph.D. in
music, focusing on ethnomusicology). Currently she is an associate professor and the
Chairperson of the Traditional Music Department at the Taipei National University of
the Arts. Recently her research topics include a comparison of beiguan in Taiwan and
shingaku in Japan, and kecak in Bali. Courses taught include: Introduction to Music of
Ldm-kéan and Pak-kéan, Asian Music, Gamelan, Traditional Instrumental Music, Art
Appreciation (Traditional Music), and Music Theory Majors.

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Prof. Fabian Miiller

Fabian Miiller is one of the leading Swiss composers of his generation. His recent
commissions include the «Concerto per Kleey for cello and chamber orchestra which was
premiered by world-famous british cellist Steven Isserlis, and the «Concerto for Orchestra»
which was presented on a tour conducted by Christopher Hogwood. One of his recent works is
also «Taranis» for large orchestra, which was premiered by the Bern Symphony Orchestra and
was on tour in Germany conducted by Andrey Boreyko in spring 2009. A work for solo violin,
commissioned by the Vestfold Music Festival in Norway was premiered by young norwegian
star-violinist Henning Kraggerud. Antonio Meneses, former cellist of the «Beaux Arts Trio»’
commissioned a double concerto for two cellos and orchestra which will be recorded together

with cellist Pi-Chin Chien next spring by the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra of London.

Fabian Miiller first studied the cello with Claude Starck at the Zurich Conservatory, but then
increasingly dedicated his energies to composition. After completing his studies with Josef
Haselbach at the Zurich Conservatory, he spent four summers at the courses of the Aspen
Music Festival (Colorado). While there, he studied with Jacob Druckman, Bernard Rands and

George Tsontakis.

He received decisive encouragement from David Zinman, who made a portrait recording with
the Philharmonia Orchestra, London, with four of his orchestral works. Among others a
further recording devoted to Miiller’s chamber music for strings, appeared with the Pefersen

Quartet of Berlin and members of the European Fine Arts Trio.

Miiller won the composition prize at the Aspen Festival (the Jacob Druckman Award for
Orchestral Composition) and was honored by a Culture Award of Zurich 2006.

Fabian Miiller is artistic director of the International Music Festival Lenzburgiade in

Switzerland.

Besides the mentioned conductors his works were premiered by Andris Nelsons, Dmitrj Liss,
Ruben Gazarian, Marc Andreae, Peter Qundijan and many others, and have been performed by
the Aspen Music Festival (USA), the Lucerne Festival and the Interlaken Music Festival
(Switzerland), the Festival de la Chaise Dieu (France), the Vestfold Music Festival (Norway),

International Music Festival Ushuaia (Argentina) etc.

Famous orchestras and ensembles in Europe and the USA have performed Fabian Miiller's
music, including «Philharmonia Orchestra» London, « Prague Symphony Orchestran,
«Tonhalle Orchestra Ziirichy», «Austrian-Hungarian Haydn-Philharmonic Orchestray,
«Lattvian National Symphony Orchestra», «Akademic Symphony Orchestra St. Petersburgy,
«Aspen Concert Orchestra» Aspen-Festival USA, «Petersen Quartett», «Nathan Quartetty,
«Sarastro Quartetty, «European String Quartetty, «Raschér Saxophone Quartett» and many

others.
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In addition to his activities as a composer, Fabian Miiller is very active in the field of European
ethnomusicology. On many travels, he deepened his knowledge in this field. He has been
involved with Swiss folk music since childhood, and is acknowledged as one of the prime
trailblazers and innovators in this field. He spent ten years (1991 to 2002) preparing the
publication of the Hanny Christen Collection, a ten-volume anthology of folk music with over
10°000 tunes from the 19th Century, which initiated a new era for the traditional music of his
country. He rediscovered the forgotten Swiss fiddle tradition of the 19th century and has
founded the group Helvetic Fiddlers. Fabian Miiller initiated the Swiss Institute for Folk Music
(www.hausdervolksmusik.ch). He is vice president of the Society for traditional music in
Switzerland (GVS-SMPS).

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Prof. Su, Shien-Ta

Having been a pupil of Prof. Chao-ming Cheng, Prof. Shu-te Li, and Prof.
Chiu-sen Chen, Su started his journey of violin learning at 5, and graduated from
L’ecole Normale de Musique de Paris in 1986, receiving “Diplome Superieur de
Concertist de Violon et Musique de Chambre.”

During his study in France, besides being accepted as a member of the Concerts
Lamourcux Symphony Orchestra in Paris (founded in 1881), Su was also the
concertmaster of the orchestra of L’Ecole Normale de Musique de Paris and had, for
several times, won the full scholarship of Alfred Cortot for his outstanding
achievement. His profound and solid way of music performance was deeply
influenced by his mentors, H. Szeryng and G. Poulet. In 1986, being invited, he had
recitals in a concert tour in mid-southern France, Chartre, Chamonix, Lion, ec..

In 1989, Su performed Butterfly Violin Concerto as his debut in Taiwan. In 1990,
with two Italian A. Stradivarius violins, he had a performance with Chao-liang Lin, a
well-known Chinese American violinist, and it, indeed, was a taking-off. From 1990
through 1991, accompanied with TSPO and TSO to the United States and Canada, he
featured the solo violinist to play concertos in the performances.
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In Febrary of 1992, for the very first time, Su worked with the Beijing Central
Orchestra on Beethoven's Trio Violin Cconcerto. The following three concerts were in
New York in June, and meanwhile, he was interviewed by the radio station of New
York Times, WQXR. In 1993, he performed with TSPO in Musikverein Hall in
Vienna for the first time and then had several concerto performances in France and
Belgium.

With Fu Tsong and Pi-hsien Chen, Su had a concert tour in Italy, Belgium and
Latvia in 1994. In August, his performance at the fourth international music festival in
Costa Rica was resonant and won plenty of favorable remarks.

In 1995, he and harpist Sophie Clavel toured in France, and then he played
concertos with TSPO in Boston Symphony Hall in the United States in October and
won great admiration. At the 400th anniversary celebration of the founding of Warsaw,
he was invited to the concert and, as a great honor, was given the opportunity to meet
the President in person. After that, his performances journeyed on in Czech and in
Yugoslavia.

Su is well-experienced for he has been working, locally and globally, with
different significant orchestras, including NYSPO, Russian National Orchestra, TSPO,
NSO, TSO, NTSO, KSO, TCO, KCCO and so on.

Su teaches violin in Music Department both at Taipei National University of the
Arts and National Taiwan Normal University. Alongside his solid academic teaching,
he is also the concertmaster at TSPO and, furthermore, he hosts a program "The
Enchanting World of Violin," which enjoys a great popularity and high rating, at
Philharmonic Radio Taipei. Because of his proficient and excellent performances, he
was, for four times, invited to play his recitals in Chiehshou Hall, located in the
Presidential Building. He was honored as one of the Ten Most Extinguished Youth
Award, in 1995. In 1999, the album, “Tyzen Hsiao’s Violin Work,” in which he
performed, won the best classic record at Golden Melody Awards. At the inauguration
ceremony of the president in 2000, he was invited to play in the plaza of the
Presidential Building. In 2001, he had very successful performances with TSPO in the
tour in Sweden and Finland.

In 2001 through 2002, he was appointed one of the artists in Campus at National
Tsing Hua University and taught the course “Music and Life.” In 2002, his
performance in the CD “Classical Taiwan Flavor” won he the best performaner at the
Golden Awards. In 2003, he was invited, by National Theater and Concert Hall, to
perform Johannes Brahms’s masterpieces to commemorate “Series of Soloists,” and
in August he was invited with TSPO to perform in Finland and Estonia. With TSPO,
he performed in Moscow and St. Petersburg of Russia for the first time in June of
2004, and was invited to perform Gordon G. W. Chin’s “Formosa Seasons Violin
Concerto” at several music festivals in Poland, the Czech Republic and the Republic
of Hungary in September of the same year. The performances met with great applause.
In 2005 Su was awarded “Outstanding Achievement Award” by the Rotary Club.

.In 2006, “Shien-ta Su Violin Recitals” were held for the 20th anniversity of back

to Taiwan from France, touring around Taiwan and caused great feedbacks and were
rebroadcasted by the Taiwan Public Service. In 2007, with TSPO, Su as voilin soloist
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and conductor, performed in Norway, Daemark and Sweden, etc. and the
performances received favorable reviews. Besides his ongoing performances, Su’s
present position is Director of both Music Department and Graduate School of
Orchestral Instruments at Taipei National University of the Arts.

Prof. Dr. Wang, Ying-Fen

Ying-fen Wang received her Ph.D. in ethnomusicology from University of
Pittsburgh in 1992. She founded the Graduate Institute of Musicology at National
Taiwan University in 1996 and is its current director.

She has been studying nanguan music since 1983 and has published articles on
nanguan’s tune identity and creative process, its tune classification system, and the
impact of cultural policy on nanguan in postwar Taiwan. Since 2000, she started to
work on the collection history of Taiwan music and in 2008 published a book and a
CD-set on Kurosawa Takatomo’s wartime survey of Taiwan music in 1943. She is
currently working on the social history of music in colonial Taiwan under Japanese
rule, particularly the record industry and radio program, in relation to the issue of
music and modernity. She is also launching a three-year project of the 78 rpm records
of nanguan music issued in Minnan, Taiwan, and Southeast Asia.

Born in Canton, China. Dr. Chang began piano lesson at the age of nine and
won first place in piano competition at fifteen. He received his professional training at
The Mannes College of Music in New York City where he graduated 'with
distinction' in orchestral conducting. After graduation, he further studied at the
International Institute of Orchestral Conducting and Symphonic Performance under
Maestro Herbert Blomstedt, then the Chefdirigent Dresdener Staatskapelle, and later
the Chefdirigent of The Leipzig Gewanhaus Symphony Orchestra.

Among his eminent teachers are Carl Bamberger, Paul Berl, Richard Lert, Herbert
Blomstedt for conducting; Felix Salzer, Carl Schachter, Saul Novak for "Schenkerian
Analysis"; Hsu Tsang-Hwei, David Loeb, Peter Stern for composition; Chou
Wen-chung, and Geroge Perl for 20t century analysis.Dr. Chang received his
doctorate in 1983 from Columbia University in New York, with his most celebrated
study of Alexander Tcherepnin, the Russia born composer and his relation to the
modern Chinese musical development  around the 1930's.

Dr. Chang had served eight years as Chairman of the Music Department, and
executive officer of the Master's Program in Music at the Soochow University in
Taipei. He has been the conductor of the University Orchestra Since 1990. Curently
Dr. Chang is The Dean of Student Affairs of Soochow University. Dr. Chang is the
author of “Music, Man and Ideas", "On Music", "Musical Questions," "Musical
Anecdotes", "A History of Western Musical Style" and "A Short History of Latin
Requiem".

Shyhji Pan-Chew, born in Taiwan, 1957. She studied composition with Hsu
Tsang-Houei in 1974. Between 1976 and 1980, she studied composition with Dr.
Robert Tumner at the University of Manitoba, Canada. In 1980 she won Manitoba
Arts Council Awards and received grants from Canada Arts Council to study at
Columbia University, New York where she received her Master of Arts (MA) degree
in 1982 and Doctor of Musical Arts (DMA) degree with distinction in 1988. Her
teachers include Fred Lerdahl, Vladimir Ussachevsky, Jack Beeson, Jacque Louise
Monod, and Chou Wen-chung. In 1985, she received a grant from National
Endowment for the Arts (USA) to collaborate with Ruth Malecheck and Carolyn
Forche in the creation of experimental theatrical works, Fire Work. Between 1985
and 1986 she was the resident-composer of Eugene O’Neill Theatre Center,
Connecticut. Her compositions have been played throughout USA, Canada, Taiwan
and other Asian countries. She was the Chairman of Asian Composers’ League,
Taiwan; the Executive Committee member and Treasurer of Asian Composers’
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League. Currently, she is a professor of music composition at National Taipei
University of the Arts in Taipei, Taiwan.

She established the Canada-Taiwan Music and Arts Exchange (Cantai Music
Group) in 2000, with a mission of providing a podium for talented young composers
and chamber music players in experimenting their new creative works in Taiwan.
The Cantai Music Group encourages young composers to re-examine their own
heritage to find new insight for expression in the contemporary world; as this is an
age of continuous interaction, cultural traditions have become less localized and less
impervious. Cantai has organized many national levels of training programs since its
establishment like the National Composer Seeds Projects and the National Chamber
Music Seeds Projects. Cantai has released a Chou Wen-chung Music Festival Special
Album with a book, a CD and a DVD including highlights from the Chou Wen-chung
Music Festival which took place in Taipei in 2003.
