A 0 Amnesty to others might mean freedom and to others Jjustice which is not
reached. Wounds which are deeply rooted in someone’s heart might be
difficult to heal, but failure of governments to help heal wounds is but a
mistake. In most countries, people have been oppressed by the government as
the government has mainly been used as a tool to hit the nails to avoid new
voices. Apartheid, an Afrikaans word which might mean separateness was
racial segregation in South Africa. From the movie, one can see that the
freedom which is enjoyed now was fought for and it’s only through protecting
that freedom that peace can be enjoyed by next generations.

It is very difficult when governments are used as tools to oppress its people
because governments are there to serve the people. Most people when they
join the government tend to change and wear new face like aliens, yet the
government is just a body which operates with what comes from the ordinary
beings mind. Racial discrimination is everywhere in this world but it become
more difficult when government powers are being used to discriminate others.
Although racism will continue, although governments fail to meet all the
demands of its people, those who have gone through political changes should
have that courage to face the past and heal the wounds. Healing wounds can
be one way to make people in multicultural societies live in harmony and
reduce many forms of discrimination. Accepting the wrong which were done
is one way of achieving a healthy society if societies can at all be healthy.
However, if one looks on how the freedom was gained in South Africa, it will
be noted that others helped them to go through that hard period. Although
South African people needed others during those hard times, they have just
recently managed to refuse Dalai Lama to join a peace conference. Peace
Conference? One wonders what the boundaries of Sovereignty are if
sovereignty is the right to exercise powers or laws exclusive of other state.
Although we are said to be in 21st century, century of progress, dialogue is
still lacking because we have something to maximize even if we trade off with
other peoples well being.

territory but do know Taiwan has policies to restrict HIV people to enter. One
wonders what is it that we want to achieve by rejecting them to enter. It is as if
they are outcasts and its more inhuman way to diseriminate them. Maybe
when policies are being drafted, the people responsible fail to put themselves
in other people’s shoes. Maybe it is just the nature of humans to feel secure
although humans are willing to drive a car deep down knowing that it is not
that secure.

By rejecting people with HTV eniry, it shows how their world is being limiled
and adds more psychological effect to their life. We all know it is a deadly
disease, but the modem global business just shows how illegical 15 it 1o deny
others eniry. Most of all, those who want to pursue studies have limils as
health certificate showing HIV will only mean rejection of what they want to
study.

For NGO s they do fight for other peoples rights but for government, the first
priory is to fulfill that obligation of protecting her eitizens and economy. Like
Taiwan, being one of economic power houses in Asia, it's most likely that
people in nearby countries will wish to live on this land. Having equal rights
regardless of where yvou come from can help build a better environment for all
immugrants and break the class struggle,
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Zfli © Our knowledge about the world is limited but do like what the ears heard from
lecture/speech about introduction to what Amnesty International is doing, like
war crimes being one of the areas mentioned. The example was president of
Sudan who is accused of war crimes. From funding, it was said they don’t get
government aid/fund. That is good development, but the way they conduct
things, it’s more like pressuring governments which are not as strong as
western governments economically.

One wonders if Sudan president committed the crimes or not, but from media,
looks like the crimes were committed. These interventions by organisations
raise questions of where are the boundaries of being sovereign state. On the
other hand, media sources might also suggest that US government and her
allies’ abuse human rights and commit war crimes with their war mongering
mind set. They look as untouchables just like they have recently boycotted the
UN racism conference instead of engaging in dialogue to promote human
dignity. Wonder how Amnesty International deals with USA and her allies
because it is like Amnesty can speak more about regimes of African, Asian or
South American for wrong things they do which is not bad thing but fails to
show how equal all can be under justice if at all we do have justice.

As of Taiwan, it is interesting to know what legislators ratified in regard to two
international conventions for the development of human rights. That indeed is
a good development worth praising, but how will Amnesty International make
sure that what is ratified is being followed? Some of the articles in the
convention deal with Sovereignty. Under Declarations and Reservations on
China, which also ratified the covenants, it reads: “The signature that the
Taiwan authorities affixed, by usurping the name of "China", to the [said
Covenant] on 5 October 1967, is illegal and null and void”. Some of the
articles will not be separable to politics of present, past or future and Amnesty
International looks like it stay away from political issues when it comes to
self-determination, one of issues in that covenant, even though politics is part
and parcel of human rights. Because Amnesty International welcomed the
move to ratify the covenant, how will they let the public be aware of what are
the contents in the covenant?

It just happened that I read about an editorial which was featured on April 21st
2009 of Taiwan News online by staff writer about how the government

changed memorial parks to cultural parks. Don’t know the real logic behind

34



changing the names, but those memorial halls could serve as educational value
to new generation as to how Taiwan got freedom. Small issues turn to big
issue if not well monitored. In South Africa, Amnesty International helped in
reconciliation, but changing those memorial parks in Taiwan is like running
away from past reality instead of moving forward to build a new society of
respect which can avoid repetition of mistakes. Some foreigners stay away
from Taiwan politics, which show that people have less trust in the
government but fear. For a better Taiwan, it might be the locals who can talk
more because language barrier by foreigners bring information which can be
imperfect or biased but ratifications like the just ratified covenant is good to be
known to public so that grassroots can take part in governance and know what
they deserve.
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: Through respect and proper ways of dialogue, the world can find peace. The

workshop gave me another view of the world, like the topic of death penalty.
Taiwan has just ratified two international conventions which show that it is on
the road of respecting human rights although it is not something which will
happen in a single day. Changes or adjustments to laws are something which
most governments need to do to reflect to present society.

On death penalty, they showed prison pictures and it gave me a reflection of
prisons in my home country, Malawi. The conditions are far much different,
my country is worse to be specific but they don’t use capital punishment since
1992 although the punishment is not abolished. There is still a need for
dialogue to let conditions of prisoners change in poor countries.

One question which I think most people ask themselves is about
self-determination in connection to human rights and it was also asked during
the workshop although no straight forward answer was given. Like the new
outbreak of Swine Flu, it is a threat to places which don’t join world bodies
like WHO and Taiwan’s gaining WHA observer status shows that people are
now listening although at snails pace.

When this class on Multi Cultural and Human Rights was opened, the number
of students who signed for the class gave me impression that most people
don’t care much about human rights. But this workshop gave me another view
because one can see that people are busy out there to make the world a better
place and I do believe that government is giving them support although it
becomes hard to critic a govggnment if you get support from very same



government.
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Social security is the right which each and every one of us wants. Although the
Rights organizations push for end to death penalty, people can easily break
more laws. It’s not only about death penalty, but good governing laws in
general

Death penalty can of course be used on wrong person and it is more in human
to have those tools to take away people’s life in the name of social order. The
most problem of death penalty is when the government will use it to shut up
her opponent which has happened in many regimes.

Some of the rights can be achieved, but they don’t change the greater shape of
why people commit those crimes. Maybe death penalty can reduce crimes, but
it is not the case because in countries like US where death penalty is applied,
people still commit crimes. As such, I would rather stop death penalty to from
moral perspective and rights for all even those whom we might think are
criminals, because sometimes it can be proved the other way round that they
didn’t commit the crime.

Death penalty is like closing access to evidence, that’s why most governments
have managed to slaughter their opponents in the name of death penalty and as
such, I prefer the punishment to be illegal.
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Z#f © Being a foreigner, a number of people have asked me why I am in Taiwan. A
simple question but can have different reasons. I tried to figure out why I am
in Taiwan, and now see that one reason being all about the opportunity. We are
seeking different things knowing or unknowingly and sometimes find what we
are looking for, but sometimes just get far from what we want every time we
try our luck.

The stories which I heard from these foreigners, who were all women, one can
see that although we are all born free, lack of some opportunities can make life
miserable. Distribution of resources is not the same whether in ones own
country or abroad. Some of the stories which they gave showed that women
are oppressed more in one way or the other. Like one of them talked of
marriage which was arranged. She never knew the person, never knew where
“she was going to live but took that risk to live her home place, all because she
hoped to have a better life.

Once in Taiwan, she realized that the good life she dreamed of was not all
what the reality offered—the place was isolated, worked from early in the
morning till late night and still need to do other household chores.

Not all of these foreign spouses have bad or sad stories because others found
love and good life than before, that Taiwan has become home far from home.
Rights!? As the foreigners want a better living condition, a better pay, better
treatment, there are other things which we/they fail to consider. Every
government also has the right to control the number of foreign workers to keep
their domestic unemployment rate as low as much as they can afford. But one
thing about Taiwan is that the work/job which most of these foreign spouses
do are those kind of work which most locals are not willing to do. Although
some have high education qualification up to university level, they have no
room to join the mainstream job opportunity due to language barrier which is a
reasonable job condition for smooth running of affairs.

The other notable thing is that these foreigners are bringing in different sorts
of food which improves the diversity of what one would like to eat in Taiwan.
It is good for the promotion of Tourism as tourist can taste different kinds of
food just right in Taiwan. It might also be part of promoting Taiwanese culture
abroad as most of people who lived in Taiwan for considerable time will take
part of the customs with them where ever they go.

The number of these fo1‘eign65r7s, whether they are from Asian countries or
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anywhere out of Asia, is increasing that some will be or already have
descendants who will be Taiwanese and will only know Taiwan as their home,
land which they are connected with. This is an indicator that a more
multicultural society is what future Taiwan will be at a fast rate and finding
means, to have a bridge between cultures, is one of important things which the

government needs to improve.
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
