In next stage, this study will employ above tests to
explore these questions: (1) whether using executive
compensation policy to align the interests of
shareholders and management in banking is likely to
lead to excessive risk-taking; (2) the relation between
the product diversification in banking and default risk;
(3) the impact of the Basel III on the these relations,
and we expect that empirical results-are as follows.
First, when bank provide stock-based compensations to
executive, the default risk will increase and this result
implies that the long-term incentive provide a adverse
incentive to managers, and then managers will engage
in higher risk investments at expense of stockholders.
Second, we expect to find that excessive product
diversification increase the default risk and implies that
managers can hide their unethical management
behaviors by engaging in complex business activities.
More specially, we further examine the effect of Basel
IIT and expect to find that the implementation of Basel
IIT have less effect to restrain the unethical behaviors of
managers with more compensations, especially for the
too-big-to-fail banks. This implies that government
should consider the bank size to legislate for
decreasing the possible that is larger size, higher
default risk.

Prescribed in the field of supply chain management,
benefits in developing channel relations has been
frequently confirmed, but the extent of channel relation
required and the resources of which suppliers holds
that guarantees the safety of products is yet to be
examined. Our study attempts to provide retailers a
strategic validation of suppliers through validating
supplier’s intangible resource structure and their
strengths in augmenting product safety. Our study
proposes product safety to vary by the extent of degree
of relational alliance between retailer and its suppliers.
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Further, as heterogeneity exists among suppliers, the
study believes product safety to vary by the extent of
relational investment a supplier commits to. A total of
61 valid data collected from suppliers of principle
retailers in enabled empirical examining using Partial
Least Square path analysis. Finding from our research
assist retailers optimize their supplier selection and
effective allocation of resources in develop mutually
beneficial strategic relationships and improve product
safety performances. Theoretically the study
contributes to the field of supplier selection by
providing new and objective perspectives on validating
suppliers of retailers from a resource based viewpoint.

Since the relationship between corporate social
responsibility and financial performance has its
important implications for enterprise decision makers
and may affect the success in promoting corporate
social responsibility for a community or a country, the
importance of this issue cannot be over-emphasized.
However, the conclusion so far is still un-decisive.
Based on the Resource Based View and Stakeholder
Theory, this paper is trying to propose a model to
explain the influence of corporate social responsibility
on financial performance with intellectual capital as an
intermediate variable and industry type as a moderator.
In addition to filling up the academic gap to explain the
inconsistency among the past empirical results, the
empirical results have important implications for the

practitioners.
