“My Big Fat Greek Wedding” is adapted from the TV series “My Big Fat Greek
Life”. It’s a story about a middle class Greek girl, Toula Portokalos, falling in love
with a non-Greek upper class boy whose name is lan Miller. They do their best to
make both of their families understand each other’s culture.

Toula is working in her parents’ restaurant. She is almost thirty without any
possibilities for marriage on her horizon. The Portokalos are worried about Toula’s
future life, especially Toula’s father, Gus. He expects her to marry a Greek gentleman,
have children with Greek heritage and feed everyone in her family until the day she
dies. Toula doesn’t appear to listen seriously to her father. She believes she is out of
fashion in today’s society so she feels she needs more time to become prettier and
more confident. One day, Toula meets a handsome guy named Ian Miller in the family
restaurant. She is attracted to him at first sight. And while she can't seem to take her
eyes off Ian, Ian doesn’t pay any attention to her at all. She then makes up her mind to
change her physical appearance. She also attends a computer class to learn a new skill
which will enable her to work in her aunt’s travel agency. She soon becomes beautiful

and energetic.

After a period of time, Toula sees Ian again. Ian is attracted by her beauty and
energy. They introduce themselves to each other and begin dating in secret. For
Toula’s sake it is a pity that Ian is a non-Greek. Even though they fall in love with
each other, Toula remains confused. If she introduces her family to Ian, she’s unsure if
Ian will get along with them. (****She also stands in her father’s shoes***%*), since
Ian is an American, a vegetarian and a man with long hair. When Ian proposes to her,
she rids herself of all her worries and accepts his offer. Her father Gus has no choice
but to accept her decision. After meeting each other’s parents and families, the two
begin to prepare for their wedding. To show his love for Toula, Jan converts to the
Greek Orthodox faith. He is also baptized in the traditional way. Although Ian has a
lot of trouble pronouncing Greek words, he still keeps trying even if Toula's cousins
make fun of him.

Toula’s family is very big, loud and includes twenty-seven cousins. On the other
hand, Ian’s family is small and rather quiet. Though their relationship presents a lot of
difficulties, they continually encourage each other to overcome them. After they get
married, Gus gives a touching speech at the reception. What’s more, Gus and his wife
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buy Toula and Ian a house as a wedding gift.

The moral of the story here is that if two people truly love one another, they will
overcome all difficulties to protect and cherish their love. As Ian and Toula prove, two
very different people can accept and respect each other’s very different cultures and
happily live a fulfilling, married life together
