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Arabian Text of ‘Poetics’, son conversed translation and Co-reading
— —some recondiderations on Margoliouth (1911); and Tkatzs (1928,32)

Arab text of poetics was translated from An Syrian Text, while the
‘Determination’ of Averroés has been digested and later translated into Latin; til the
first leaf of 20™ century, there was Margoliouth (1911) being translated into English
and at the same time with Greek and Latin text. In the long run, the text translated
by Tkatzs later became one of the four sources in the philological Greek Text.

In this paper, we would plan to give discussions on Arabian Text of Poetics
according to these key terms as:

Mimesthai : potray imaginary(Margoliouth)
: imitation et adsimulatio(Tkatzs)

praxis : an chapter of heroiclif (Margoliouth)
: actionis voluntarial (Tkatzs)

Kathaksis : righting mental disorders (Margoliouth)
: temperat passions et impressions (Tkatzs)

Especially the key-term passions, it was translated from Serian words ‘dolores’
(feeling of pain), Tkatzs’ translation seems has common way with medieval text by
Moerbek Passions.

Arabian Text was revised by Anerro¢s, after that, there was Latin text such as
Vettori (1575), then there was Italian Text as by Castelvetero etc., even French text,
eight great paragrahes by Racine etc., These texts later became important sources of
European aesthetics classicism, non the less when there was some serious
misunderstanding, there are rich semiosis of the texts in National vernacular
languages.

On the modernity of Europian texts, we departed from a discussion on
philological reconsideration between the common points of B and Arb Edition to
revise A Edition. So we would like to give reflects on the philological value of
Arbian text and surely the rich semiosis of Arbian Aesthetics.
