The evolution of the discipline, in terms both of its aims and
its professional organization, must be seen as an adaptation to
external conditions, particularly to the development of the
corporate state with its emphasis on the 'national interest'. The
corporate state forces education to be seen purely as investment in
manpower and academic research becomes subservient to the
state and is used to preserve and strengthen the status quo. There
is here a potential conflict with the academic's sense of moral
obligation, but in practice the conflict is resolved by the
parochialism and elitism of the humanistic tradition. To help to
move away from the corporate state and towards the 'incorporated
state' in which men can control the social conditions of their own
existence, geographers need to address their efforts towards
understanding the tension between the humanistic tradition and
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the pervasive needs of the corporate state and thereby to learn
how to exploit the contradictions within the corporate state itself.
