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Events in Search of Their Moments in Time:

A Preliminary Study of Yang Mu’s Lyrical Essays

We all live amid the immediacies of our time and place. Yet when it comes to
writing, Yang Mu has reiterated that his creative essays have nothing to do with the
immediate reality. A simple reading of his statement may suggest the dichotomy of art
and life, or fictionality and reality. Perhaps it is exactly this aesthetic distancing from
the immediate reality that makes his essays lyrical.

In human experience, many encounters happen only once in a life-time, but some
of them may refuse to sink into the past. This is because some events have exerted
enormous influence on a person’s life or a person recognizes their significance only
long after they took place. In this paper, I will explore the lyrical mode of Yang Mu’s
essays in terms of events in search of their moments in time. Events call for a
narrative progression, but to imaginatively reconstruct a momentary state of mind, it
requires a lyrical stasis for a person to capture his perception and emotions. What
Yang Mu said in his preface to The Quester (1982) may apply to his lyrical essays in
general: “the lyrical and the narrative are inseparable, mixing the abstract description
of objects and events with critical analysis of the intellectual mind.” He admitted that
there were many adversities in life, but he anticipated that one day he “will squarely
confront these events ... in a different tone, through a different literary form.” When
this “one day” will be and which tone or literary form he will choose were all
unknown to him on the day he wrote this preface in 1982. In this light “these events”

will be in search of their moments in the subsequent years.

The word “event” in this discussion is to be understood on three different levels.
The first level is an event in an empirical and cognitive sense — an event that actually
happened to the author in some particular time and place. Like what the author claims
in Direction Back to Zero, “the event ought to have actually happened in the past”
(p.144). The second level refers to the event of producing in writing an event that



happened before — an event of the author’s re-cognition of an earlier experience. This
is why the author insists that what he writes is not about the immediate here and now.
The third level refers to the event of reading the textual version of an event that
happened before — an event to be performed by the author himself or by his reader.
One example is that the author begins Asterism with a reference to what was written
in the past: “Please allow me to refer to the last section” (4sterism, p.1), which most

probably alludes to Dream 1 in the last section of Tree Rings (Tree Rings, p.172).

For a preliminary study of Yang Mu’s lyrical essays as events that repeatedly
emerge in different textual forms, this paper will focus on one historical event, the
Vietnam War, which was experienced by the author when he did his graduate studies
in the United States but it has kept returning in his writing. The essays in discussion
are “Berkeley” (1966-1970) from Tree Rings, (1972, pp. 1-103); “In that Era” (1992),
from As I Set Off Then (1997, pp. 3-14, hereafter referred to as A4s I); and sections
“X.)” “4)” and “° from Asterism (1995, pp.73-99 and 163-168). In these essays, the
references to the Vietnam War lead the reader to understand more about the individual
moments of the author’s introspection and re-cognition of the event than the actual
war experiences during the period of event-history (1966-1975). The author’s choice
of topic and practice of writing took place within the larger contexts of the 1960s, the
mid-1970s, the late 1980s, and the early-1990s in which he was historically situated,

and ultimately within the context of his life vision.

“Berkeley” in Tree Rings focuses on Yang Mu’s personal campus experience of
the Vietnam War, which was eye-opening to him and left significant imprints in his
intellectual growth. Some sections are referential to this world event in an explicit
way. For example, section 4 narrates the U. S. conscription of young men for the
Vietnam War: “A black youth in ragged military uniform walked towards us. I gave
him a cigarette. ‘I’ve just received the draft-card, I’'ll leave for Vietnam next month.
Be kind to me,” he said. The crowd laughed in reply, ‘You’re kidding, Charlie
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Brown’ ” (Tree Rings, p. 10). Besides, the inclusion of the Chinese translation of
anti-war songs such as “Blowing in the Wind” sets the tune of the Vietnam War blues

(Tree Rings, p.80-82).

In the late 1960s the young author was in search of “a form, a series of analogy,
and a voice” to express his long-suppressed fury and envy, aroused by “the optimistic
students’ sorrows” on the Berkeley campus (7ree Rings, p. 178). In writing about



these experiences, the author’s emphasis is craftsmanship and literary form.
“Berkeley” has a sophisticated structure consisting of twenty numbered sections,
some of which are further divided into subsections (e.g. there are 5 subsections in
section 11), and some subsections such as the second one in section 12 is split into
two sub-sub-sections). The last section is his award-wining poem, “Etudes: The
Twelve Earthly Branches,” consisting of 21 sections titled by the ten “Heavenly
Bolts” and twelve “Earthly Branches” in Chinese astronomy. Apart from the
organization of the random notes under an umbrella term “Berkeley experience,”
Yang Mu also plays with the mask in section 7 where he talks about the seven selves
of “I” — all assuming the position of suffering women. The last but the most pathetic
figure is a crying mother whose tears are full of accusation: “The seventh one is a
mother crying over her only son, whose belly ripped apart by the heavy shelling on a
devastated village. This is the spring of 1969; the place is 47 miles north of Saigon,
Vietnam. The war has continued for years” (Tree Rings, p.22).

There is a mixing of prose and poetry in “Berkeley.” The sub-sub-sections of
section 12 are war poems, focusing on ancient heroes (Agamemnon and King Wu),
and their glorious stories, with an additional perspective combining the soldier’s
lament and the poet’s commentary. Related to this critique of military victory is the
anti-heroic modern warfare in sections 18 and 19, which tells how a young man,
Frank, turned a soldier, and how he killed and died in the war. There is nothing about
heroism and national glory, except the horrors and absurdity of war. “Berkeley” ends
with a long poem, “Etudes: The Twelve Earthly Branches.” The poem’s themes on
erotic love and death suggest the sentiments of the carpe diem tradition. Time is here
measured by different temporal markers, positions of the sun and stars, signs of the
Zodiac, and the ancient Chinese clock. Living a day at a time, one might indulge in
sex, violence, passion, procreation, and destruction — activities not governed by any
national, institutional goal, yet epitomize a baffled but vigorous desire to survive

during wartimes.

“How does consequence derive from sequence? What’s the emotional logic of
one-after-another, of breaking-off or leaping gaps, of trains of images?” What Donald
Wesling has said of William Carlos Williams’s modernist experiment in Spring and
All may shed light on our reading of Yang Mu’s lyrical mode of writing in “Berkeley,”
which is “full of small surprise and sudden breaks, and one never exactly knows
whether or where a segment will end” (Wesling, p.95). The random notation of



thinking is full of quick turns as the author intends that horrors and bafflement should
lead the reader to appreciate a kind of writing where the author demonstrates his

argument by emotionally charged moments.

After Tree Rings Yang Mu knew that the moment the Vietnam War returned, the
event would fall within a continuous spectrum of feeling and thinking, but he resisted
the temptations of storytelling or argument. Yang Mu directly stated his purpose in the
first section of “In That Era”: he expresses his deepest self in poetic form, and hopes
that his reader would understand him poetically (A4s /, p.5). In his opinion, in order to
express one’s self, the first thing one ought to learn is to set a limit to this self by the
technique of omission — even if one really regards those things omitted more
intelligible, and more moving (4s /, p.6). By drawing attention to the selection and
omission in his lyrical mode of wﬁting, he foregrounds the aesthetic distance created
by the unspoken in the narrative of events. Creative writing is above all a conscious

situation-bound event.

To Yang Mu, “Time moves forward and backward until it fixes itself at a point
and freezes in another space” (4s /, p. 10). In a similar manner, the re-cognition of the
Vietnam War operates like a photographer adjusting the camera lens to gain a right
focus of the object. Verbally and intellectually, the fixing of the war at a point in
another time and freezing it in another space is an event destined to happen again
even though the whens and wheres are unpredictable. Section 3 sets the specific time
frame for “that era” in the reign of White Terror in Taiwan: “In the late 1950s, those
dead were verified dead, those missing had been missing for years. For years, people
remembered the missing person, but they tried not to talk about him — they simply left
him alone in their conversation” (4s I, p. 7). From that historical moment, the author
zooms out to include people’s protests against their governments in other places:
“Every now and then some people rose against their government and many of them
died when the first tank entered the city. Bombing, screaming, and fleeing, those who
survived would push towards the border, and seek their refuge in other corners of the
world... These happened in Hungary, in Vietnam, and in China” (4s /, pp.10-11).

In a symphony of wars, an historical event may find its echoes in many other
manifestations. The white terror in the late 1950s Taiwan was restaged thirty years
later in the 1989 June-fourth Crackdown in Beijing. When the national tanks rolled
ragingly in, many peopled died and the others fled. At this moment of writing in 1992,



the Vietnam War found its way back and froze at the time the Viet Cong took over
Saigon (4s I, p.10). The Vietnam War returned for the author’s re-cognition. Back in
1975 the Viet Cong drove straight into Saigon. When they bombed their way forward,
the crowd gathered and dispersed. While “time moves forward and backward,” the
author surveys several specific wars on a world map: In Panmunjom, in Budapest, in
Hanoi, in Beijing, and across the Straits — the frequent bombings between Quemoy
and the opposite shore, between Taiwan and Mainland China. Wars are everywhere in
every era. The historical specificities of human brutality and massive killing appear
both real and unreal, like the event of a youth confronting the corpse of a man killed
by three shots in the chest for the first time (4s I, p.8). In the essay the referentiality of
“that era” to human history is both specific and generic.

The lyrical mode requires a focus on emotion, not only an emotion recollected
but one that actually arises at the moment of recollection. The Vietnam War has a
brief appearance because the author is re-cognizing the event through thinking about
it comparatively with other similar historical events. At the same time the author
undergoes a self-recognition, adjusting his feeling and thinking towards the past event
from his position of the here and now. The long paragraph in section 3 is therefore
rendered as a symphony of wars in which sounds and images of different battlefields
are intertwined with musical notes and refrains in the composition in order that the
overwhelming emotions of fury and grief can be conveyed.

There are at least two realities in Yang Mu’s later lyrical renditions of the
Vietnam War: the reality of the event as understood by the author from his
interpretative stance, and the reality of writing as reported by the authorial intrusion.
According to the different moments at which the Vietnam War reappeared, the
patterns of the reconstructed event shift in size, form, and focus, and are often
voiced-over by the author’s meta-commentary on his own writing or typing act. In
Asterism, the conspicuous intrusion of self-reference distinguishes the event in the

content from the event of writing.

The author’s meditation in Asferism is sometimes presented in a relaxed,
refreshing mood. The animated birds’ conversation is a prominent example. The
sudden emergence of the Vietnam War is mentioned in passing from a bird’s eye
view — they noticed that the persona is listening to the morning news from Vietnam.

This is followed by a news fragment about the Viet Cong’s garage sale on the U. S.



arms. Parallel to this war news is the chirping of the birds — about building a new nest
for their babies, about work and play, about planning their simple, happy life in a
beautiful summer morning. Free from human troubles, their concerns are about
feeding on worms, flying, making new nests, and laying more eggs. Immediately
following the cheerful chirping, the next section X.1 begins with the persona
examining the possible cause of his own anxieties: “Drops of sunlight swell in the air
like ripening fruit at harvest hours — sweet, rich, and round; every drop of it stirs a
ripple in your pool of fond memories. In this light the reason [for the restlessness,
anguish, and shame] cannot be war, or whether the war has or has not come to end”
(Asterism, p. 82).

Twenty years after the end of the Vietnam War, the author was ready to face the
event squarely. The flashback to 1975 in section £.1 is introduced by a picture
attached to a newspaper headline, showing Amin declaring himself President of
Uganda and playing host to the twelfth summit meeting of the Organization of
African Unity (Asterism, p. 90). It is interesting to note that when the Vietham War
appears in Asterism, the longest piece of his lyrical prosework, the author chose to
present it by quoting extensively from Newsweek. The section ends with the persona’s
thought wandering from Amin to Hanoi, and the war is brought back by a quotation
from the article “Hanoi’s Garage Sale on Arms” (Newsweek, 4 August 1975).

Section .Z. 2 was mainly written in journalistic language giving a factual account
of the last phase of the Vietnam War until 11.05 a.m. on April 30, 1975, “which
marked the end of the U.S. puppet regimes in South Vietnam and also of the U. S.
policy of aggressing in Vietnam.” Yang Mu finished his historical report by the
official announcement quoted from the Viet Cong News Agency Dispatch (4sterism,
pp. 94-95). Only after twenty years have passed since the Vietham War ended, Yang
Mu confronted the event in concrete historical data that now produce an enigmatic
sense of distant immediacy. Perhaps the author was prepared to examine the Vietnam
War’s impacts on his life and vision:

I sit here thinking — why have I spent so much time on this event, this
war, and kept thinking it over again and again?

That isn’t my war.

(That isn’t my war either.)

I don’t have to be sentimental about it.

(You don’t have to be sentimental about it, or about anything, from the



start.)

“That truly isn’t my war!”

(Is “your war” your only subject for thinking?) (Asterism, p. 96)
Although this time the Vietnam War presents itself in documentary evidence for the
author’s introspection, there is only a seemingly simple question instead of a
conclusion at the end of the section. Indeed the change of possessive pronoun from
“my” to “your” and the last question are thought provoking. If there are wars
everywhere, in every era, which war deserves our attention more? As illustrated in “In
That Era,” any war, yours or mine, is a war against humanity. Which subject is worthy
of our thought and time? If an event takes not only human lives, but also threatens
human beliefs and values, is it not something we should think about?

In Section 7. 1, the author says:
Agnostic, the past agnostic
The present agnostic, agnostic
Agnostic, the future agnostic, agnostic
In a summer a long time ago, I had already foreseen (as real)
everything in the present, and interpreted everything by the theory of
agnosticism in the past.
(Asterism, p.112, emphasis mine to refer to the
English word used in the original text).
The allusion to Ingmar Bergman’s 1957 Swedish film “Wild Strawberries” and the
citation of his early poem “The Wild Strawberry Patch” are in fact the intrusion of
self-reference that highlights the event of writing and reading. “I record those things
[the mid-summer, the valley, the orchid, and strawberries] one by one, as if narrating
all the realities, but what I wrote has never been the things 1 had seen, not about the
immediate present. What I write down is not what I truly see, not about the immediate
present” (Asterism, p. 115). Section 7. 2 closes with Joan Baez’s song, a song of his
Berkeley days that brings the reader back to the present event — a mature professor
recalling his youthful days, like what Eberhard Isak Borg, the physician, does in
“Wild Strawberries.”

Asterism demonstrates an artistic blending of the lyrical, the narrative, and the
conscious self-reflexive act. It is highly lyrical because of its intimate, passionate tone
of confession. Musical accompaniment is present in sections £.1 and £.2, but
different from “In That Era,” it does not hamper the development of the historical



narrative. There is a strict separation between the factual account of the event-history
in 1975 and music (including opera, orchestra, rock and roll, and folk songs). The
linearity of narrative time is structured by the alphabetical sequence (A to Z) and by
the event of self-reflexive writing with an old-fashioned Royal typewriter. By
sequencing the episodes by numbers, alphabet, and zodiac signs, Yang Mu generates
expectation and trust in the reader. Even if a certain section, say section €, branches
out into subsections 1, 2, and 3, the reader can still trace the lyrical movement. Both
the alphabetical sequence and the typewriter set a limit to the self, with a clear
indicator of an ending. In particular, the typing act is monitored by an alarm ring
indicating the end of paper on the roll, and also pointing to the persona’s acute sense
of mortality (4sferism, pp. 163-4). However the linear movement is given a pattern of

spiral progression by the circular motion of the seasonal change and zodiac cycle.

The Vietnam War nonetheless finds its moment and presence in Yang Mu’s
lyrical essays. Each event of recollection and writing does not last long, ranging from
a poem to a few sections in a book. Ding! rings the typewriter when a line reaches its
right margin. Press “Return” when there is still blank space on the paper. Each
individual occurrence of writing the Vietnam War is independent and historically
situated, and naturally the author’s feeling and thinking towards this past event may
not be the same. Most conspicuous is that each verbal rendition of the event is given
its unique lyrical form. Yang Mu’s early evasion of a journalistic narrative of the
historical event helps the reader to become aware of the literary possibilities in his
poetic prose. His later experiment features an unusual mixture of the concrete and the
abstract, the public and the private, journalistic reports from Newsweek and lyrical
writing. The event that happened, is happening, or is to happen may and may not be
about the Vietnam War per se; it is about the author’s thoughts and emotions towards
all wars and about his attempt to do something creatively owing to his indignation,

fatigue, and sympathy for these human follies.

Yang Mu believes that Art can overcome all human sorrows. Like the birds,
humans deserve a world of freedom, happiness, and peace. This ideal world would
never be realized without love and beauty. One positive way to avoid the miseries in
life is to deepen the understanding of humanity through art and literature. Motifs of
decision making, leave-taking and home-coming often appear in these moments of
mediation. To me it is more than a mere co-incident that Yang Mu was engaged in

some equally creative activities in his academic and administrative positions at the



moments when the Vietnam War preoccupied his mind. Home-coming after a ten-year
stay in the U. S. in the mid-1970s, returning to Asia to set up the Division of
Humanities for the Hong Kong University of Science and Technology in a
neighboring city, and to found the National Dong Hwa University in his hometown,
Hualian, in the last decade of the twentieth century — these constructive events in the
humanities ran parallel to the events of his reminiscing and writing about human

sufferings.

Yang Mu frequently cites the questions Yeats raised in the last stanza of “Among

School Children”:

O chestnut-tree, great rooted blossomer,

Are you the leaf, the blossom or the bole?

O body swayed to music, O brightening glance,

How can we know the dancer from the dance?
Yang Mu asked the first question in “Berkeley” and repeated both questions in
Asterism (Tree Rings, p.72 and Asterism, p. 120). One possible answer we may find in
his works is that each performance of the dancer is an event “happened, happening,
and to happen.” The Vietnam War might have special personal and sentimental values
for the author, but just like the girl’s adventure that links the ending of Tree Rings
with the beginning of Asterism, it might as well be an event both historical and
prototypical. Events like writing and living in the present with the past force the
author to re-cognize what he has encountered in a new light and at the same time to
self-witness how the present self can cope with this new knowledge of the past.
Therefore “the Vietnam War” in the lyrical essays discussed above exhibit not only
Yang Mu’s aesthetic achievements in prose writing, but also his art of living in a

precarious world.
